Abstract : In consideration of the grim situation of corruption and the arduous anti—corruption tasks, the Central Com-
mittee of the CPC and the Standing Committee of the NPC decide to pilot reforming the supervision system in Beijing,
Shanxi, and Zhejiang, and based on this, plan to establish supervision committees at all levels throughout the country
as unified, efficient, and authoritative state organs specialized in fighting against corruption. This establishment will nat-
urally relate to many constitutional issues and a study of these issues has great theoretical significance and practical val-
ues for actively and steadily pushing forward the reform of the supervision system.

Basic Laws’ Expression about the System of Oath—taking for Members of the Legislative Council

Abstract : Oath-taking is a necessary procedure for the inauguration of Legislative Council members in the Special Ad-
ministrative Regions, but concerning this, there are still some problems to be solved in theory and practice, including
what is the practice’ s nature and value, who is the oath administrator, and to whom and responsibilities the allegiance
is pledged. The solution of these problems can only be found in the Hong Kong and Macao Basic Laws. Taking into consid-
eration of the original intention and purpose of the Basic Laws , we need to confirm the procedural value of the oath—tak-
ing and make the Chief Executive the oath administrator. Also, we need to clarify the relationship between allegiance to
the Special Administrative Regions and to the state and the oath taker ’ s responsibilities as well.

Role and Action Mode of China’s Courts of Justice in Implementing the Constitution

(by LIANG Hong—xia )
Abstract : The rule of law demands the courts to operate within the framework of the constitution instead of excluding the
constitution from judicial trials. The courts must not take the place of the National Peoples’ Congress to exercise the pow-
er of constitutional examination or apply the constitution in other forms directly. Instead , the courts must abide by the
constitution, and try cases in the statutory manner by quoting constitutional clauses. According to Article 126 of the Con-
stitution, only the “constitutional laws” shall be applied in the process of judicial trials and the court is responsible to
ensure that the laws are constitutional. When necessary , the court must explain to the public that the laws that are used
are constitutional ; In respect to the suspected unconstitutional laws , the courts can initiate a constitutional examination
according to legal procedures ; Besides, the courts are also capable of quoting the constitution to assist legal reasoning ,

however the courts have no power to decide a case by quoting the constitution clauses directly whenever the related laws
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
