Intense Competition, Election of New Members and Power Balance: Analysis upon the Election of
the Sixth Legislative Assembly of Macao and the Result ::oeeeeeeeessesseeseeeeeeeeeen Lou Shenghua(24)
Abstract: In September 2017, the election of the sixth Legislative Assembly of Macao SAR was con-
ducted according to the Legislative Assembly Election Law revised in 2016. In the election process, in-
tense competition was evident among the direct election constituencies and candidates; with regard to
the backgrounds of voters, it seems power is balanced among diverse sectors of society, and the middle-
class personnel have for the first time ever won seats in the Legislative Assembly, expanding the politi-
cal strength map of the Legislative Assembly; among the elected, quite some new faces emerge; regard-
ing the election atmosphere, despite the fierce competition, bribery and other undesirable behavior has
reduced. In a word, the revised Legislative Assembly Election Law has achieved certain political effect.

Role Change of Civil Society Organizations after Macao’ s Return to the Motherland as Seen
from the Policy Address of Macao SAR Government ::o:oooeeeeeeeeeeeeeeceeeeeees Cheong Sio Pang(33)
Abstract: Since Macao’ s return to the motherland, the government has opened up more channels for
citizens to directly participate in politics, which challenges the intermediary role of civil society organi-
zations. This article, through content analysis, studies the Policy Address for the Fiscal Year (Policy Ad-
dress) of the 14 years after the handover of Macao. The result shows that the government changes its at-
titude towards civil society organizations since the economic development and the political incidence
happened. Government has accelerated the pace to set a mechanism for citizens to directly express their
opinions upon economic and political events; and the civil society organizations assume more diversi-
fied functions instead of just offering aid to the disadvantaged. In addition, though the content about civ-
il society organizations holds little space in the Policy Address, the number of such organizations keeps
rising year on year. Taking into account the countless relations among the Chief Executive, members of
the Legislative Assembly and the civil society organizations, the research reaches the conclusion that
the civil society organizations increase their activities as the tension grows in the political environment.
